All Bulls have been vaccinated for IBR, P13, BVD, Pasturella and Haemophilus Somnus.  All cattle have been poured 
with an Ivomec product.  All Bulls have been semen tested and screened for abnormalities by Don Kruger, DVM, of  
the Bowman Veterinary Clinic.  The adjusted scrotal measurements were taken the end of  February.  All the Com-
mercial and Registered Heifers were vaccinated with PREG GUARD 10 this spring.

Commercial heifers sell first at 1:00 p.m. Sharp.  Buyers will have the option to take 5 head or more gate cut.  The 
heifers will be on a ring scale, and we will show the weight on each draft.  Registerd heifers sell next in catalog order, 
then the horses and the bulls last.

But as 
we all know if  you fertilize that ground with enough dead calves and fences it fills the water holes and makes the grass grow. I think most 
of  us ended up with a great summer and got the hay yards stocked back up.

We are in a spot of  the cattle cycle with the lowest cow numbers since 1959. With the recession starting to recede and 
consumer demand here and over seas starting to pick up, the cowmen who have survived are looking at some big years ahead. Now is 
the time to put the best genetics into your herd you can.

We feel we are offering a great set of  balanced trait bulls and heifers this year. They are sired by the trait leaders of  the Angus 
breed. Over 70 of  these bulls will work on yearling heifers.  We culled 43% of  our bulls after weaning so the uniformity runs deep to the 
end. These bulls are fed to stay sound and fertile throughout their breeding career.

We will have a nice cross section of  Registered heifers this year. Notice they will sell right after the commercial heifers this year.

The commercial heifers come from some of  the reputation herds using our bulls. They will be fancy, well sorted, and ready to 
breed. All of  the heifers in the sale will be vaccinated with PREG Guard 10 this spring.

All the registered cattle in this sale that are potential carriers for the genetic defect, curly calf  syndrome “Arthrogryposis 
Multiplex,” “ AM” or Neuropathic Hydrocephalus “NH” have been tested and any carriers are out of  the sale.

There will be three saddle horses from Rik Baumeister and Neil Gerbig. Rik has used them hard in the feed yard, and Neil has 
done all kinds of  ranch work, including dragging calves to the fire and AI on his.

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Guarantee
All bulls selling for $2000 or more will be covered 50% by Brooks Chalky Butte Ranch if  they have an untreatable 
injury during their first breeding season.  Breeding season is defined as the 90 day period following the first turnout 
of  the bulls.

50% of  the value of  the injured bull, minus one-half  salvage value, will be given as credit in a future sale or toward 
a replacement bull if  one is available.  Salvage value, if  any, will be split equally between Brooks Chalky Butte Ranch 
and the buyer.  All injured bulls must be diagnosed by a veterinarian.  Please notify us as soon as possible should 
injury occur and prior to the injured bull being sold for salvage.  All claims must be made by September 1, 2010.  

Example 1:  A $5,000 bull is injured;  a credit of  $2,500 minus one-half  any salvage value will be given to the 
buyer.

Example 2:  A $2,000 bull  is injured;  a credit of  $1,000 minus one-half  of  any salvage value will be given to the 
buyer.

Example 3:  A $1,750 bull is injured;  no credit is given.  Buyer retains all salvage value.
